Aaron’s first demonstration was
making a set of tongs from 3/4 x ¥ in. bar. He was actually showing how he makes use of an air
chisel for upsetting and splitting. He also forged the rivet for the tongs very quickly using a rivet
swage in the vise and an air chisel tool he made for forming the head.

Aaron demonstrated the use of some of the special tooling he had made for doing various forging
operations on his 50# Little Giant.

A LITTLE SUMMERTIME NOSTALGIA . . |
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THE GOOD OLD DAYS

Introduction:

The following instructions were found in a handttem notebook that belonged to my Uncle, Robert
Williams (June 18, 1913 — June 14, 2003), who livedanark, IL. At the time this notebook was
written (1920’s — 30’s) he was studying with a lidsmith by the name of Traum who lived in
Chadwick, IL. His shop was located there as walicording to my uncle, Mr. Traum was in his
eighties when he was working with him. The listadls in each category of tool steel provides an
interesting look at the day -to -day trade of arumnid-western blacksmith shop in the earl{'20
century.

Book of Instructions

Forge the steel at an orange heat until it is forged into its final shape. This is done to prevent
having more than one grade of steel to contend with. Therefore use the orange heat as
much as possible while forging.

Refine the steel at a low red heat with water and hammer. This is called puddling. The more
you puddle steel the finer it is. Good tools must be made of fine steel, therefore refine well.
Should you see the water set on the steel while you are puddling, stop at once. You have the
wrong heat and would crystallize the steel at that heat.

Equalize the steel by heating to a low red heat and wait till the red is gone. Then dip into the
tempering fluid. This is done to prevent the steel from cracking and springing while you are
hardening. This is also done to remove all hard spots from the steel. It is now ready to turn
on the lathe, file or harden.

To harden, heat to a low orange or bright cherry red and plunge in water or tempering fluid.
You still have dominion over the steel. That is, you can bend or curve it after you have
hardened it. Now clean off the steel enough to see the colors run.

Welding Copper
Use: 1/3 each of oxide of iron, Salt, Borax
Mix well

Tempering fluid
Y. pound soda, Y pound Borax, 5 gallons boiled flax seed oil
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Standard colors as they run

1 Silver : Vise jaws, pipe tongs, butcher steel, butcher cleavers, bone cutters, disc cutters.
1 Straw : Dies for thread cutting, Lathe tools for cuttings and holes, flint cutters.

1 Gold: Reamers for machine shops, Lathe tools for castings, tools for lettering granite,
chears for cutting cold steel.

1 Copper : Lathe tools for brass, Lathe tools for shafting steel, Razors for Barbers, Taps for
cutting threads.

1 Blood : Edge tools, draw knives, plane bits, spoke shaves, spoke augers, pocket knives,
hedge knives, shaper blades, wood lathe tools, adze and hatchet blades, pruning tools.

1 Red: Lancets, Physicians knives, Chiropodist’s knives, flesh knives, dirk knives, cloth
shears, paper shears, marble tools.

1 Peacock : Drill bits for iron and steel, Punches for cold steel punching, Hammers, Wire
nippers, Bolt Cutters, tools for rifling guns.

1 Blue : Stone hammers, cold chisels, grubbing hoes, cleaners for tack, Plug and leather
drills, drills for many other purposes.

1 Green: Axes for wood, tooth chisels for rock, clipping points for rock, garden hoes, ice
tongs, rock and dirt picks, plow shares.

2 Silver : Sickle sections for grain and grass, Pitch forks, screw drivers, S wrenches, spears,
spades.

2 Gold: Butcher knives, mason’s trowels, putty knives, Springs used by physicians, Springs
used by cripples, table cutlery.

2 Green: Saw temper, carriage springs, mowing scythes, carpenter squares, steel rules.

2 Red: Gun springs, trap springs, coil springs, flat springs, all cheap machine springs.
